Narromine Shire Council would like to advise the community that construction works
have commenced to improve the stormwater pipeline system. These works are
essential to enhance drainage and mitigate potential flooding during heavy rain.

The project is expected to be
delivered over a six-month period with completion by 30t June 2025, weather
permitting.
